We need to apply technologies that we have 
seen in fictional films. We do not know today where, how, and with whom we will have to work tomorrow. The 
educational community is in a state of uncertainty. And it is more important than ever to learn the lessons of the 
past so that we can discover the focus of tomorrow.
